Racism 

•  " An ideology that either explicitly or implicitly 
asserts that one racialized group is inherently 
superior to others. Racist ideology can be openly 
manifested in racial slurs, jokes or hate crimes. 
However, it can be more deeply rooted in attitudes, 
values and stereotypical beliefs. In some cases these 
beliefs are unconsciously maintained by individuals 
and have become deeply embedded in systems and 
institutions that have evolved over time, that operates 
at many levels." (Ontario Human Rights Code) 



Oppression 

•  Domination (politically, economically, socially, 
culturally) of  subordinate groups in society by a 
powerful group over a long period of  time.
